We will therefore be advertising our Opening Times and Out of Hours service further
by using our waiting room display board, by displaying posters outside the building
and in our Reception and Lobby, by adding an article into our patient Newsletter and
by updating our website and NHS choices website to ensure these details are clear.
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We will be working with local practices to explore the possibilities of opening not only
at the weekends (including Sunday) but until 8pm Monday to Friday.
